Before Olean

was incorporated into a city
in 1893, James Henry Luther
was Mayor. He was also
the founder of J.H. Luther
and Sons. The company
later became the Luther
Manufacturing Company
Inc.
James Luther was born in
Rhode Island and moved to
Central New York State
where he was trained as a
machinist.

The oil fields of Western
Pennsylvania caught the
eye of this early entrepre-
neur and he made his way
to Petroleum Center, Pa to
manufacture tools for the
oil trade. In 1880 he moved
to Olean and started his
machine shop and foundry.
His sons changed the name
of the company following
his death.

The Luther family was in-
strumental in the start of
the Olean Fire Department
and their products were
advertised as the “most

efficient and  practical
method of pumping Oil and
