The City of Olean’s Annual Organization
Meeting was held on Wednesday, January 2,
2019 in the Council Chambers at 6:30 p.m.
The Reverend Jason Hladnick of the First Bap-
tist Church of Olean delivered the Invocation.
Judge Daniel Palumbo presided over the Oath
of Office of the three re-elected alderman:
Linda Witte of Ward 1, Paul Gonzalez of Ward
3 and John Crawford of Ward 5.

Crawford was re-elected as President of the

Alderman

Common Council.

Following the Council business, Mayor Aiello
presented his sixth State of the City address in
which he stressed that Olean’s continued revi-
talization is successful because it is a commu-
nity effort. The city is working with residents
and our businesses to secure bright prospects

and opportunities for future generations.

In the address, Mayor Aiello described some of
the changes that North Union Street has seen
since the public works project on the street
was completed two and a half years ago. He
mentioned the ongoing revitalization in the
City’s Park System. He listed the Public Works
projects that received funding from the Gov-
ernor Cuomo’s Downtown Revitalization Initia-
tive. Mayor Aiello gave an overview of many
of the departments in the City and detailed
many of the efforts that are carried on by vol-
unteers to make our City a great place to live.
